It is recommended that if you are a first time visitor to the Gardner Aquatic Center, that you familiarize your 
family with the following rules prior to your visit.

1.  To help us keep your child safe, children ages 12 and under must be accompanied by a person 14 years 
of age or older.
2.  Swimwear with buckles or any other oversized metal ornamentation will not be allowed on the slides.  
This includes the front and back sides of suits.  Oversized jewelry is also not allowed.  Such objects will 
scratch the slide surface, causing injury to the riders.
3.  Management reserves the right to change or shorten pool hours due to inclement weather.  Refunds will 
not be given.
4.  Coolers, jugs, food or beverages may not be brought into the facility. This does not apply to  groups that 
have reserved the party shelter and private pool parties.
5.  Life jackets are allowed in all areas of the pool, except for on the slides.  Arm floaties may be used 
in the kiddie pool only.  All other flotation devices, such as water noodles, are prohibited.  Wa-
ter toys are subject to approval of pool staff.  Inner tubes provided for the slides and lazy river must  
remain in those areas ONLY.
6.  Please do not swim when you have diarrhea to avoid spreading germs in the water that make other 
people sick.  This is especially important for kids in diapers.
7.  No person shall photograph or videotape an unrelated person(s) without their consent and consent of 
legal guardian for those under 18 years of age .  To protect the privacy of all patrons, use of recording devices 
(cameras, video cameras & cell phones) are not permitted in the locker room or restroom areas.

Bring daily: bathing suit, towel, t-shirt/sweat-
shirt, snacks, water bottle, whistle (any kind) and 
goggles if needed.

Your guests must enter the pool by either paying the 
normal admission fees or using their passes.  You may 
purchase admission tickets at City Hall (Mon-Fri) if 
you wish to give them a daily pass, or you can pay 
for them.

Nanny Pass
Families who employ a nanny/babysitter who is 14 
or older may purchase one nanny pass in addition 
to their family or youth pass for $70.00 (Limit one 
nanny pass per household.)  Nanny Pass must be 
purchased in conjunction with a family or youth 
pass.  Pass is only valid for whom pass is issued.

Adult Passes
An adult pass may be purchased for any adult ages 
19-61 years.

Youth Passes
A youth pass may be purchased for ages 3-18 
years.  NOTE:  Kids under the age of 12 must be  
accompanied by someone at least 14 years of age.

Gardner Aquatic Center Pass Policy
Family Passes
Family Passes are for up to five* immediate family 
members living in the same household only.  Im-
mediate family is defined as:  Two adults and their 
children, and/or stepchildren age 23 and under liv-
ing at home.  Dependents age 18-23 must be full-
time students.  *If more than five in a family, $15 
per person will be charged.

If an aunt, uncle or grandparent is the legal guard-
ian of the child(ren), then they would be included; 
however, proof of guardianship and residency is 
required.  If they are not the legal guardian, they 
would not be considered immediate family.  Fam-
ily members such as nieces, nephews and cousins 
are not eligible to be on the family’s pass.

Age: 18 mos. to 4 years
Maximum number of participants is 15 in the 
morning classes and 8 in the evening classes.
Eight 30-minute classes     $65.00 per child
Children must be 18 months old as of July 31, 2023.  This 
class is designed for the parent and toddler.  The class 
will focus on getting the children familiar with the water, 
ways to hold your child in the water, and preparation for 
Fins 1.  With parent interaction, our certified lifeguards 
will teach swimming readiness through blowing bubbles, 
working on back float skills and the beginning of front 
crawl.  Your child will gain coordination and confidence 
in the water.
